What should you do if your child sees inappropriate content online?
If your child does see something inappropriate online, stay calm and follow these tips on how to handle it

and prevent it happening again. In school the children are taught in school to turn the monitor

(not the computer) off, lower the  screen or if using a  tablet to just turn it face down and tell an appropriate

adult so that the content can be checked. This is a very good approach and it’s important that you talk to
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your child about this. Reassure your child that they won’t get into trouble, to not get angry or look shocked

in front of your child and to praise them if they do tell you.  You can find more tips here.

Remember to keep the conversations open with your child and review any settings or agreements you have

in place as your children and your family change over time.
